PLATINUM  CRUISER  (P.C)  is a  liquid for use in auto-engine radiators

(cooling system). It provides the following benefits.

1. COOLING  EFFICIENCY

P.C has  a boiling point of 163 C much higher than that of water (100C).

Therefore, a mixture of P.C and water will have a higher B.Pt. than water and 

thereby keeps the closed pressured cooling system in the radiator cool.

2. ANTI - FREEZE

P.C is an Anti-Freeze so that in cold areas, it does not freeze up to Minus15 C keeping the cooling system’s performance satisfactory.

3. HEAT TRANSFER

P.C  has a much greater heat transfer efficiency than water and dissipates the 

engine heat quickly.


4. ANTI – RUST

P.C has anti – rust ie anti-corrosion properties, giving a long life for the cooling system. It keeps the walls of the cooling system rust-free, cleans the passages and allows for the most effective cooling.
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5. CORROSISON  INHIBITOR

P.C has a blend of inhibitors which act on the metal of the engine, keeping it healthy, clean and efficient

6. LUBRICITY

P.C has lubricant properties which lubricates the bearings, seals and other critical parts, avoiding break down of water pumps etc.

7. LONG LIFE

P.C in addition to all the above advantages, keeps the cooling system LEAK PROOF. There will be no need to fill or change the Coolant for TWO FULL YEARS or 40,000 Kms

INSTRUCTIONS  FOR  USING  ‘ PLATINUM CURISER’  LONG   LIFE  COOLANT 

FOR  VEHICLES  WITH  EXPANSION  BOTTLES

1. Drain existing cooling liquid and flush system with water, or any light 

    detergent, to remove existing dirt.

2. Check system thoroughly for leakages and rectify if any.

3. Fill approximately half (50%) of the cooling capacity with ‘Platinum Cruiser’ 

Top up with water.

4. Add Platinum Cruiser up to a level between ‘ FULL ‘ & ‘ LOW ’ mark, on the 

    expansion bottle, with engine cold.
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5. Check radiator cap and replace if necessary, with a pressure type cap.

6. After running vehicle and with engine hot, check for a slightly higher level of 

    coolant, in the bottle.







7. After engine becomes cold, check for coolant having flowed back in to the 

    radiator. (Lesser amount of coolant will show in bottle.)


8. Check level of coolant in bottle periodically, which should be between

    ‘FULL &  LOW ‘ mark on the bottle, with engine cold. Top-up with undiluted 

    ‘Platinum Cruiser,’ which should be added to the bottle and not to the 

     radiator.

9. Consult you garage, if very frequent top up becomes necessary, as this 

    signifies  a leak in the system.

10.Never open the radiator cap, when engine is hot, as severe burns could 

      result.
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
