( LOW  TEMPERATURE  DIP  CLEANER )

CHEMLENES are alkaline cleaners used for the removal of almost any industrial soil and provide all the chemicals required to do a superior metal cleaning job. The products are compatible with subsequent baths, remove oily / greasy contamination and foreign matter.

CHEMLENE 74 is a specially developed LOW TEMPERATURE CLEANER,

that operates between 50 – 60 C. It has a powerful blend of emulsifiers combined with high alkalinity. It is used for the degreasing of Ferrous metal only.

OPERATING s DATA

BATH MAKE UP

5 kgs  per 100 litres of water

CONTROL POINTS

STRENGTH  

5 _ 60 Pts

TEMPERATURE

65 – 70 C 

DIP TIME


5 – 15 mts

NOTE : Normally a 5 % strength of the bath is adequate. Where necessary a higher strength may have to be used . This will be advised by TCF’s Technical Representatives.
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BATH CONTROL & MAINTENANCE

Pipette 10 ml of CHEMLENE bath solution into a conical flask.

Add 1 – 2 drops of Methyl  Orange Indicator ( 0.1 % solution )

Titrate against N / 10 Hcl or H2So4 solution from a burette until a colour change form yellow to red occurs.  The burette reading in ml gives the STRENGTH of the solution ( Point )

REPLENISHMENT 

Add 1.0 kg per 1000 L bath to raise the Point by one.

CLEAN OUT

CHEMLENE 74 bath should be discarded at regular intervals advice on this will be given by THIN –  CHEMIE Representative. The subsequent rinse baths must be checked for contamination limits every shift and maintained within limit. The rinse must be changed daily and in large production line every shift. Oil/ grease and scum floating on the cleaner bath and subsequent rinses should be skimmed off periodically and before the start of work.

SAFETY  PRECAUTIONS

CHEMLENE 74  is highly alkaline and should be handled with care. It may attack leather and wool but not cotton or rubber. Damage to the eyes and skin can be caused by the solid or by splashed of solution. The use of rubber aprons, sleeves, boots and goggles by operators handling such solution is recommended.

In the case of accident, the affected part whether it be eye or skin should be immediately flooded with water and then with saline solution ( one teaspoon full of common salt in a half litre of warm water ) for five minutes. In the case of eye injury, the  patient should be removed to the work medical room for medical attention. 
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TECHNICAL SERVICE

THIN – CHEMIE’S service is available for the startup of the CHEMLENE bath and to advise operators on the regular control and maintenance of the bath for the best results.

Where degreasing is a problem or where automatic dip or spray plants are installed, THIN- CHEMIE ‘ S assistance may be sought for recommending the best cleaner for the type of contamination to be removed with the stipulated time cycle. Where necessary THIN-CHEMIE will formulate special tailor made cleaner to suit individual plant , or to remove difficult contamination.
