MAINTENANCE OF THE BATH 

The Chemliser 61 bath should be tested frequently with Blue Litmus paper.  When the bath turns the Litmus paper pink, it should be discarded.

If it is inconvenient to discard the rinse immediately, it may be temporarily replenished by the additions of 125 gms of CHEMLISER 61  per 100 litre of bath.  However, repeated replenishments will reduce the effectiveness of this bath.

NOTE: Whenever a portion of the bath is discarded or lost by leakage, the volume should be restored with the same proportion of chemical and water as used in the original bath.

INTRODUCTION

Chemliser is an alkaline, powdered chemical used to produce a neutralizing bath.  This rinse bath, which is used immediately after the work has been phosphate coated with Chemphos/Chemdraw prevents acid contamination of the subsequent lubricant bath.

Chemliser increases the life of the Chemlube bath and also prevents the formation of rust blush on any phosphate coated metal which is to be stored or lubricated and cold drawn at a later date.

3. Bath Make-up

For each 100 litres of bath, add to the water with stirring.

0.1 to 0.15 KG (100 – 150 gms)

70 to 80 C

Dip Time

1 – 2 minutes
